Saanich Baptist Church Park & Walk 
 

Terms and Conditions 

1. Users must be registered students while using Park and Ride/Walk Services. Course 

registration will be verified  

2. Students are to park only in the gravel area noted in map. Parking outside of designated 

areas could result in the vehicle being issued a violation and/or towed.   

3. Parking uninsured vehicles, or vehicles that pose any kind of hazard is strictly prohibited. 

4. A refundable deposit must be paid prior to being issued a permit. Permits can be 

cancelled at anytime and refunds can be issued once the permit is returned to the 

Transportation and Parking Office.  

5. Registered users may park at Saanich Baptist Church from 7am-6pm Monday to Friday. 

No weekend or overnight parking is permitted.  

6. In the event that Saanich Baptist Church requires the entire parking lot for a large event, 

they reserve the right to do so with minimum 3 days notice. If this so happens, students 

will be notified by email and required to make alternative transportation arrangements 

at no cost to the college.  

7. Park and Ride/Walk users must ensure the college has up to date license plate 

information for all vehicles enrolled in the program. Failure to do so may result in a fine, 

or the vehicle being immobilized/towed.  

8. A valid permit must be displayed at all times.  

9. Camosun College and Saanich Baptist Church assume no responsibility for any loss or 

damage to vehicles or their contents.  

10. Permits may not be reassigned or transferred to any other user. 

11. Any additional terms and conditions (except those relating to parking rates) displayed 

on signage at the parking facility must be observed. Vehicles must not be parked in such 

a way as to block traffic lanes. 

12. Students must contact Camosun College to cancel parking if no longer using the stall so 

as that the space can be offered to another student. 

13. It is important to note that parking permits will expire Dec 17, 2021.  



 
 

 

14. A $20 replacement fee will apply to all lost/stolen permits 

15. Park and Ride/Walk users must conduct themselves appropriately and respect private 

property. This includes no littering or loitering. 

16. Park and Ride/Walk users should take a proactive approach with regard to route 

planning. If classes are running late, we recommend moving your vehicle to an on 

campus parking lot so as that dark/unlit areas can be avoided.   

17. Terms and conditions are subject to change at any time by Camosun College, without
